HOYT to HOLD PUBLIC MEETING to DISCUSS CONTROL BOARD 

 

Assemblymember Sam Hoyt (D  Buffalo, Grand Island) announced today that he will hold a town meeting to discuss State Comptroller Alan Hevesis recommendation that a fiscal control board be created for the City of Buffalo. The town meeting will focus primarily on the composition, purpose, and powers of a control board for the city. The meeting will be held on Wednesday, June 4th at 7:00 pm in the auditorium of the Buckham Campus School on the Buffalo State College Campus. 

Hoyt stated, "As the senior member of the Buffalo Assembly Delegation, I believe it is incumbent on my colleagues and I to solicit as much public input as possible. State Comptroller Alan Hevesi has given the Legislature a road map for the fiscal recovery of Buffalo. It is critical that we seize upon this opportunity to involve the public so that the residents of Buffalo and Western New Yorks priorities will be an integral component in the fiscal control boards formation." 

Assemblymember Hoyt will be joined by Thomas Sanzillo of the State Comptrollers Office, who will provide an overview of the Comptrollers proposal. Other members of the Western New York Delegation are expected to attend. 

Hoyt continued, "The City of Buffalo is facing the enormous challenge of rising costs coupled with diminishing revenue. To meet this challenge head on we need a control board designed to meet the specific needs of this city. It is therefore imperative that all citizens attend and make their questions and concerns heard. These decisions should not be made in some backroom in Albany."
